Central Florida Chapter of ASHRAE had 

the wonderful opportunity of having ASHRAE’s 

society president Kent Peterson speak on ASHRAE’s 

green initiatives. As we found out in May’s 

Dewpoint, Kent’s message is “Greater Efficiency 

Today, Blue Skies Tomorrow”. Kent’s masterful 

presentation really brought home how important it is 

that ASHRAE be at the forefront of creating a 

sustainable future for generations to come. Kent 

spoke on the necessity of working toward and 

creating net zero energy buildings, increasing the 

minimum requirements for energy efficient 

technologies and creating a standard for high 

performance green buildings. Kent focused on the 

need to work towards creating net zero energy 

buildings; currently 40% of the total energy 

consumption of the United States is from buildings 

alone.

I was very fortunate to have been 

selected for the Washington Internship for 

Students in Engineering, a summer program that 

places extraordinary engineering students with a 

professional engineering society. I spent this 

summer in the ASHRAE Washington Office, 

where the Government Affairs program for 

ASHRAE is located. Many engineers have no 

interest in policy and often wonder why our 

professional societies are even involved. In 

actuality, legislation is constantly developed that 

includes science and technology issues. It is 

important that our policy makers have the 

technical knowledge needed to make informed 

decisions on legislation, and that is what we are 

trying to do. 

Doug Read, the Program Director for 

Government Affairs, and Ryan Colker, the 

Manager of Government Affairs, are the pillars 

of this ASHRAE program. Each day I spent in 

the office I saw them build relationships with 

policy makers and their staff, provide references 

for technical counsel on matters affecting the 

HVAC&R industry, and inform our members 

about these issues. During my stay, ASHRAE 

hosted a briefing on Capitol Hill in response to 

the formation of a new congressional Caucus, the 

High Performance Building Caucus and the 

unveiling of an assessment report on high 

performance buildings. This is just one of many 

topics that the Government Affairs department 

handles in their everyday work. 

The Government Affairs department often works 

with other professional engineering societies, 

with ASME, SWE, and ASTM sharing the same 

office space as ASHRAE.

Management and Government Affairs 

 

 

 

 

the office this summer is that any one person can 

make a difference.

 LEED® for Existing Buildings 

– WEp1

It’s always good to upgrade your facilities to 

save on your utility bills.  For those buildings that were 

not able to be designed with intent to minimize 

environmental impact can be given a second chance.  

With the focus of LEED for Existing Buildings (LEED 

EB) to lower operational costs and improve productivity, 

it makes sense to do it.  Let’s use a hypothetical hotel to 

show how small upgrades can save money while reducing 

environmental impact. 

The intent of LEED EB Water Efficiency Prerequisite 1 

is to reduce potable water usage.  We will take a quick 

look at two components, shower heads and bathroom 

faucets that fall under this prerequisite.  Our existing 10 

year old 100 room hotel is assumed to be normally at 

75% capacity.  To meet the LEED EB Prerequisite, a 

reduction of water usage must be equal or better than the 

calculated baseline, which calls for standard bathroom 

faucets and showerheads of 2.5 GPM each.  The LEED 

EB Baseline calculation defaults each occupant to take a 

5 minute shower and use the bathroom sink 5 times with 

a duration of 15 seconds.  Annually the potable water 

consumption per baseline is: 

75 x [(1 x 5min x 2.5 GPM) + (5 x .25min x 2.5 GPM)] = 

(1172 gal/day) x 1.2 = 513,336 gal/yr 

  If the owner observed the building water usage was 

greater due to higher flow rate fixtures then retrofitting is 

an option.  If the Owner were to retrofit the bathroom 

sinks and showers to low flow models available today by 

many manufacturers, they could save almost 250,000 

gallons per year. The calculation is as follows; 

75 x [(1 x 5min x 1.8 GPM) + (5 x .25min x 0.5 GPM)] = 

722 g/day = 263,530 g/yr 

New fixtures using 1.8 GPM for showers and 0.5 GPM 

for faucets really help reduce our impact on the 

environment. 

If you are wondering why we are talking about water, be 

aware that ASHRAE is working on Standard 191P – 

Water Conservation in Buildings.  Future articles will 

deal with Energy and Atmosphere credits.

Appliances Catching Up? 
 

A recent article in the July 2008 

edition of “Appliance Design” titled 

“Responsive Refrigeration” went into great 

detail to explain a potential energy efficiency 

improvement in the refrigeration cycle.  Virginia 

MacDonald utilizes what is described as “a 

typical home air conditioning application” to 

show off the new method.  

 

Essentially,  this new technology is a  

thermal expansion valve (or TXV to those who 

prefer acronyms) that is looking at the pressure 

and temperature of the refrigerant after the 

evaporator coil to make sure that only the proper 

amount of refrigerant is being allowed through 

an expansion valve.  OKAY, not new 

technology, but new to the appliance market 

…but let’s review the theory behind the TXV to 

refresh everyone’s refrigeration cycle with a nice 

image from www.warmair.com. 

 

Simply, the evaporator is where the 

refrigerant goes from low-pressure liquid to a 

low-pressure gas if the load required matches the 

energy available in the refrigerant.   Prior to 

being a low-pressure gas, it goes through the 

TXV (in olden days a fixed orifice/metering 

device) starting as a high-pressure gas.  The 

TXV controls the amount of refrigerant to go 

through the coil based on quantity (via 

temperature) of superheat vapor after the 

evaporator.  If there isn’t enough heat from the 

air to the refrigerant, it stays as a liquid which is 

VERY tough on the compressor.  If there is too 

much, it becomes a vapor to soon actually 

putting heat back into the airstream.  Either way 

– the system is less efficient.   

 

Controlling that “exact” amount of 

refrigerant helps the equipment achieve its 

efficiency.  

 

Glad to see the appliance world is 

catching up to the HVAC industry
