The Hidden Risk of Green Buildings 

David Odom 

 

Last month our speaker was David Odom 

from Liberty Building Forensics Group. We 

had a turnout of 54 people that attended the 

presentation on the hidden risks of green 

buildings. The presentation was centered on 

new building materials, innovative design 

practices and increased ventilation and the 

inherent risk this combination can have in 

building failures relating to moisture and 

mold. David emphasized that in order to 

move forward in the area of high efficiency 

buildings, it will be important to have a good 

understanding of the compatibility of new 

and traditional building materials. Plans 

should include a water drainage design and a 

clear use and understanding of vapor retard-

ers, thermal barriers and air barriers and 

where and when they should be used.
