How would you like to have an ASHRAE laboratory design guide for your next lab project?  What about the current research on the design options for heat recovery when considering a chiller replacement?  These and other HVAC design tools and resources are coming to a design office near you in the near future, thanks to the current ASHRAE Research that is already underway.  

ASHRAE currently is supporting 132 research projects worth a combined value of $12 million. These projects are carried out by research organizations, colleges and universities and consulting engineers. Currently 60 ASHRAE Technical Committees are sponsoring and monitoring the progress of research. ASHRAE will spend $3.0 million in fiscal year 2000-2001 on research with indoor air quality projects, energy conservation and design tool projects budgeted to receive $450,000 each.
