ASHRAE members can participate in many different committees within ASHRAE. Each month we will list several standing and technical committees in which members can participate. Standing Committees:

ASHRAE Program Committee plans the general character of all technical programs at the Annual and Winter Meetings of the Society. This includes soliciting, receiving, and selecting papers for presentation at such meetings. The committee also assists other sections of the Publishing Council in the publication of ASHRAE Transactions, preprints, and other republications resulting from the meetings. This committee reports to Publishing Council.

Chapter Programs Committee develops a comprehensive program to assist the chapters in planning and administering the chapters' programs, educational seminars and the CRC technical sessions. It also promotes continuing education at the chapter level. This committee reports to Regions Council.

Chapters Regional Committees exist in each of the Society's regions. Each regional committee consists of one delegate and one alternate from each chapter with the regional chairman presiding. Each regional committee reviews recommendations from the chapters and student branches concerning policies, procedures and operation. Motions that are passed are reported to Regions Council.
