Society Winter Meeting Highlights
Public Session Addresses

Post-9/11 Fears

At this year’s Winter Meeting of the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers, a public session revealed ASHRAE’s efforts to offer guidance on maintaining healthy, safe buildings in the face of terrorist threats.

The session, called The Aftermath of 9/11/01: Ensuring the Safety of America’s Buildings, was primarily a discussion of ASHRAE’s newly formed Presidential Study Group on Health and Safety under Extraordinary Incidents.  The group, chaired by James E. Woods, Ph.D., P.E., chairman of ASHRAE’s Environmental Health Committee, was formed shortly after the events of September 11, in part to combat some misinformation published by the general media about building security and ventilation.

"ASHRAE’s mission calls for the society to be the foremost, authoritative, timely and responsive source of technical information," says William Coad, P.E., president of ASHRAE.  "Much of our technology and knowledge developed for improved indoor air quality and fire safety can be applied to protecting building environments."

The public session noted the study group's progress, and offered some preliminary recommendations for building owners and operators, including: 

· Controlling access to air intakes and air-handling units. 

· Coordinating the ventilation system with fire/life-safety systems. 

· Creating a preparedness plan for the case of an emergency.

· Consulting building officials and experts before altering existing systems. 

The Study Group is slated to give its next progress report in June, and publish a final report by January 2003.
ASHRAE Looks at Separate IAQ Standards

Indoor-air-quality technical committee members from the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) recently conducted sessions at the ASHRAE winter meeting in Atlantic City to discuss whether separate standards need to be created for both hospitality and industrial facilities.

Currently, ANSI/ASHRAE Standard 62.1-2001, Ventilation for Acceptable Indoor Air Quality, offers general guidelines for all non-residential facilities, but the question has been raised whether the nature of hospitality and industrial facilities necessitate separate standards.

For example, in an office building, indoor-air-quality standards dictate if and when an employee can smoke; however, in a hospitality establishment, it may not be in the restaurant or hotel's best interest to restrict smoking.

"A one-size-fits-all approach is not appropriate," commented ASHRAE Member Elia Sterling.

At the same time, committee chair Andy Persily, Ph.D., and committee member Steven Taylor, P.E., point out that representatives from the hospitality industry serve on the committee—and 75% of the committee's members have worked on hospitality projects—yet no clear need for a separate standard has been identified.

As for industrial facilities, some ASHRAE members noted that regulating an industrial environment to be as clean as an office is not realistic.  Consequently, Standard 62.1 does not provide helpful guidelines.

According to Persily, the committee has recognized this need, yet the complicated nature of industrial spaces has made it difficult to establish such guidelines.

ASHRAE Research Revisited

Among the dozens of technical seminars available to the thousands of building professionals attending the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) meeting and concurrent International Air Conditioning, Heating, Refrigerating Expo in Atlantic City, NJ, Jan. 13-16 was a presentation on ASHRAE HVAC&R research.

Organized under 10 subsections, close to 100 ASHRAE technical committees have been directing dozens of research projects to advance the HVAC communities' knowledge of issues such as load calculations, duct design and fluid flow.
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In the past, close to one-third of ASHRAE research funds have been prioritized for projects dealing with indoor air quality and energy efficiency, with another third allocated for refrigerant systems and emerging technologies.  However, one of the session's goals was to revisit how research ideas are generated, prioritized, funded and executed with the goal of moving toward a more effective, streamlined process.

Presenters also emphasized ASHRAE research challenges such as rising industry expectations, increased research costs and the need to investigate issues of a global nature, with research funds having slightly decreased in recent years.

Current projects receive between $18,000 and $200,000 and run from three months to three years.  Roughly, two-thirds of the research is conducted by universities, while approximately one-third are directed by research firms.
