ASHRAE Revises Position on IAQ:

During the 2001 Annual Meeting in Cincinnati, ASHRAE revised its Position Document on IAQ.  The revised ASHRAE IAQ Position Document may be downloaded at www.ashrae.org/ABOUT/iaq.htm
The Florida Solar Energy Center (FSEC), located in Cocoa, has completed a study that confirms the installation of radiant barrier systems reduce cooling bills for southern homes with composition shingle roofs.
