Our Speaker

Wayne A. Dunn, PE (a consulting engineer with Sunbelt Engineering, Inc.) is recognized for leadership in the field of project management, systems quality assurance, and commissioning having participated directly in this specialty for over 15 years.  This recognition has led Wayne's direct participation in teaching seminars, speaking engagements, and membership on committees setting guidelines or standards for Building Systems Commissioning (i.e. ASHRAE Guideline 1-1996).

Wayne gained experience writing commissioning specifications for a large high-level virus laboratory (300,000 S.F.) to provide a background for specification and software development (www.eProject.net).

Within the State of Florida, Wayne has worked as the project manager on commissioning 1½ million square feet of new office space as well as conducting building system performance studies on Two State Laboratories.  Recently this included commissioning the new Macmillan Laboratory at Brown University.

Currently, Wayne is working to develop a commissioning program for the Lockheed Martin Astronautics (LMA) launch platform infrastructure systems for the Evolved Expendable Launch Vehicle Project.  LMA (www.ast.lmco.com) is an ISO 9002 certified corporation and is internationally recognized for leadership in performance based engineering applications (e.g. F-22, Atlas V, Titan, and X-33).

New Commercialism Policy

States Considering Professional Taxes
This state legislative session lawmakers are facing fiscal challenges unseen for several years.  Some, like lawmakers in Florida, North Carolina and Oklahoma, are turning to a tax on professional services, to help make up for budget shortfalls and unpopular state sales and income taxes.

[image: image4.wmf]Recently Florida Senate President John McKay introduced S. 938 that would overhaul the state’s sales tax system, and place a proposed constitutional amendment on the fall ballot.  In the legislation, there is a provision that would abolish almost all exemptions from the sales tax, including the exemption for engineering services.
Preparing for the start of state legislative session, some North Carolina lawmakers are considering the idea of a tax on professional services in response to the state’s declining economy.

In Oklahoma the professional services tax appeared in Governor Frank Keating’s tax plan.  In the plan the state personal income and sales tax are repealed, and 5.9 percent sales tax on a wide range of services, including architectural and engineering services is begun in its place.

James (Jim) Driver
Past Chapter President James (Jim) Driver passed away on March 1, 2002.  Founder of Driver Trane, the forerunner of the local Trane office, James Driver, sold the business to Trane Corporate in 1987.  Many of our senior members once worked for Jim Driver.
