Our Program

Steve Cargill, assisted by Rod Hamar, will describe examples of state of the art vibration analysis systems that are portable and built for field use, yet offer a variety of features that were only available in laboratory systems until recent years.  Capabilities include overall vibration measurements, rolling element bearing condition unit measurements, machine diagnosis including Fast Fourier Transform, vibration tracking during acceleration and deceleration, and two-plane field balancing operations.

Some of the latest technology in laser alignment systems will also be presented.  Robust, FM-based wireless communications eliminate the need for any cabling.  Menu-based operation walks the technician through each step of alignment to make the operation easier for someone who does not use the system every day.  Real time data processing allows viewing of alignment operations as they are being made.  In general, the laser process is much faster and more labor-efficient than manual processes, while performing a superior alignment.  

Our Speaker

John Stephen (“Steve”) Cargill recently retired from his position as founder and leader of Pratt & Whitney’s Florida Nondestructive Testing (NDT) Development and Applications Group.

During the 27 years that he held that position, he provided engineering direction for production inspection planning and review, development of Government structural integrity programs, plus development and guidance for depot inspections, field investigations and trouble-shooting. He also conducted strategic planning of research and development proposals and programs.

Mr. Cargill currently provides NDT and predictive maintenance consulting services to a variety of manufacturing companies and nondestructive testing businesses through his company, Aerospace Structural Integrity, Inc.

Proposed ASHRAE Standard 62.2 to Undergo Third Public Review

[image: image4.wmf]ATLANTA - A proposed residential ventilation standard has been approved for a third public review by the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE).

ASHRAE Standard 62.2P, Ventilation and Acceptable Indoor Air Quality in Low-Rise Residential Buildings, begins a third public review on April 5, 2002. The 45-day review will end May 20, 2002.

The draft is open as an independent substantive change, meaning only limited portions of the draft are open for public comment at this time.

"We made significant progress in the second review and have only a few changes to propose in this third review," Max Sherman, chair of SSPC 62.2P, said.  "We anticipate continued progress toward a quality standard on residential ventilation."

One change was removal of a requirement that bathroom fans meet sound ratings. Kitchen fans still must meet noise limitations, he said.

In addition, Appendix C, which was an informative annex on pollution sources, exposures and control, was removed. After hearing concerns that the details in the appendix contained out-of-date, incomplete or inappropriate sources, the committee decided to delete the appendix.

"As a result of some comments, we realize that there are areas that should be addressed in the standard, but for which there was insufficient information available to do anything right away," Sherman said. "In these areas, the committee will work toward developing addenda and will invite appropriate commenters to assist."

Drafts of ASHRAE's proposed standards are available only during their public review periods.  To obtain an electronic draft version of ASHRAE 62.2P during the comment period, log on to ASHRAE Online at: http://www.ashrae.org/STANDARDS/pubrevdft.htm.
