Our Program

Steve Cargill, assisted by Rod Hamar, will describe examples of state of the art vibration analysis systems that are portable and built for field use, yet offer a variety of features that were only available in laboratory systems until recent years.  Capabilities include overall vibration measurements, rolling element bearing condition unit measurements, machine diagnosis including Fast Fourier Transform, vibration tracking during acceleration and deceleration, and two-plane field balancing operations.

Some of the latest technology in laser alignment systems will also be presented.  Robust, FM-based wireless communications eliminate the need for any cabling.  Menu-based operation walks the technician through each step of alignment to make the operation easier for someone who does not use the system every day.  Real time data processing allows viewing of alignment operations as they are being made.  In general, the laser process is much faster and more labor-efficient than manual processes, while performing a superior alignment.  

Our Speaker

John Stephen (“Steve”) Cargill recently retired from his position as founder and leader of Pratt & Whitney’s Florida Nondestructive Testing (NDT) Development and Applications Group.

During the 27 years that he held that position, he provided engineering direction for production inspection planning and review, development of Government structural integrity programs, plus development and guidance for depot inspections, field investigations and trouble-shooting. He also conducted strategic planning of research and development proposals and programs.

Mr. Cargill currently provides NDT and predictive maintenance consulting services to a variety of manufacturing companies and nondestructive testing businesses through his company, Aerospace Structural Integrity, Inc.

He was elected “Fellow” of American Society for Nondestructive Testing (ASNT) in 1997.  He was Chairman of ASNT’s Technical and Education Council, and a voting member of the Executive Board for three years.  Mr. Cargill was General Chairman of ASNT’s 60th Anniversary Conference in October of 2001.

New Commercialism Policy

States Considering Professional Taxes
This state legislative session lawmakers are facing fiscal challenges unseen for several years.  Some, like lawmakers in Florida, North Carolina and Oklahoma, are turning to a tax on professional services, to help make up for budget shortfalls and unpopular state sales and income taxes.

[image: image4.wmf]Recently Florida Senate President John McKay introduced S. 938 that would overhaul the state’s sales tax system, and place a proposed constitutional amendment on the fall ballot.  In the legislation, there is a provision that would abolish almost all exemptions from the sales tax, including the exemption for engineering services.
Preparing for the start of state legislative session, some North Carolina lawmakers are considering the idea of a tax on professional services in response to the state’s declining economy.

In Oklahoma the professional services tax appeared in Governor Frank Keating’s tax plan.  In the plan the state personal income and sales tax are repealed, and 5.9 percent sales tax on a wide range of services, including architectural and engineering services is begun in its place.

James (Jim) Driver

Founder of Driver Trane, the forerunner of the local Trane office, James Driver, sold the business to Trane Corporate in 1987.  Many of our senior members once worked for Jim Driver.
