Our Program

Transmission of vibration from equipment to structures often times will make occupancy uncomfortable or even objectionable.  This energy may also be experienced as airborne noise when a structure, such as a wall or ceiling, is in motion.  The selection of an appropriate isolation system will attenuate this energy transmission to acceptable levels.  It takes into account the sensitivity of the occupancy and the characteristics of both the equipment and the supporting structure.

Protection against external forces such as wind loads must be provided in the form of a restraint that will not compromise the isolation system.  These two separate disciplines must be dealt with together for both the vibration isolation and the restraints to be effective.  We will address the application of the vibration isolation mounts to equipment exposed to wind shear in conformance with ASCE guidelines.
