Overview

Mold Litigation and coverage issues have taken today’s legal society by storm.  Since 1999, this Country has seen a huge increase in the number of mold-related claims.  These claims not only involve issues of damages stemming directly from alleged “toxic mold” but also involve issues of coverage and bad faith as they relate to insurance companies attempting to deal with these claims.

Not only are the number of claims increasing at an alarming rate, claimants are experiencing some success.  In a recent case, an Austin Texas jury awarded the plaintiff (homeowner) $32.1 million in a bad faith action stemming from the insurances company’s refusal to pay for mediation of mold contamination under a homeowner’s policy.  There are more and more examples of cases such as these.  In short, the mold “phenomenon” has become so pervasive because billions of dollars are at stake.

In addition to the onslaught of new mold-related claims, popular media in the United States has joined in towards popularizing these claims.  Oprah Winfrey, “60 Minutes”’, “48 Hours”, Newsweek, and the New York Times have all recently trumpeted and publicized the alleged “toxic” health effects of mold.  In fact, Erin Brokavich herself has an ongoing multi-million dollar claim, involving mold, which has been well publicized around the U.S.

ASHRAE Begins Work on Residential Ventilation Guideline 

A proposed companion guideline to the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers' (ASHRAE) proposed residential ventilation standard is under development.

Guideline 24P, Ventilation and Indoor Air Quality in Low-Rise Residential Buildings, is the companion guideline to proposed ASHRAE Standard 62.2P, Ventilation and Acceptable Indoor Air Quality in Low-Rise Residential Buildings.

The title, purpose and scope of the proposed guideline opened for public review on July 26.  The review will close Aug. 25.  Following the review period, comments will be addressed, and work will proceed on writing the guideline.

The proposed guideline will provide information on achieving good indoor air quality (IAQ), which may go beyond minimum requirements.  It will provide information relevant to ventilation and IAQ on envelope and system design, material selection, commissioning and installation, and operation and maintenance.

“In trying to reach an acceptable consensus, much useful information and many valuable requirements have been dropped from the proposed standard”, Max Sherman, chair of the committee developing both documents, said.  “The committee believes that creating a companion guideline with state-of-the-art information would be valuable to the membership and to the general public." 

The guideline will not be ready until after the standard is completed, according to Sherman.

Water Treatment for HVAC&R Systems
