Per this book, “Fuel cell systems are a promising new type of on-site power generation technology that offers modularity, efficient operation across a wide range of load conditions, minimal environmental impact, and opportunities for integration into cogeneration systems.” Fuel cells can be more costly than other forms of power generation ($8333 per kw installed cost according to “Technology Takes a Front Seat in Drive for Distributed Generation” in the September 2001 issue of Energy User News), but if you want a better understanding of the fundamentals of fuel cells and how we may apply them to buildings you can order the book from www.ashrae.org.
