ASHRAE Stance on Sustainability.

ASHRAE approved a Building Sustainability Position Statement at the 2002 Annual Meeting in Honolulu. This statement commits the society to consider integrating sustainability into ASHRAE standards, guidelines, handbooks and other publications. The society will also provide education regarding sustainability and participate with internationally recognized sustainability groups.

This is similar to Resolution 00-3 adopted by the American Institute of Architects (AIA) at their 2000 convention.  The intent of their resolution was to acknowledge Sustainable Design as the basis of quality design and responsible practice for AIA Architects.

Since ASHRAE and the AIA have both taken such stances on sustainable design, our chapter should be knowledgeable about the definition. Per the United Nations World Commission on the Environment and Development, the definition of sustainable design is “Development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs”.

There are a few other “buzzwords” within our industry that are similar to “sustainable design”, the most notable being “green design”.  The definition of green design, per the United States Green Building Council, is as follows:
“Green Design - Design and construction practices that reduce the negative impact of buildings on the environment and occupants, including:

· Sustainable Site Planning

· Safeguarding Water and Water Efficiency

· Energy Efficiency

· Conservation of Materials and Resources

· Indoor Environmental Quality”
Since ASHRAE has taken this position on sustainability, we may want to keep these definitions in mind as we design future projects.

The Issue

[image: image4.wmf]At one time medical science attributed responsibility for many of the health problems within buildings to the presence of bacteria or viruses.  Within the last two decades, there has been an increased recognition of the dangers associated with damp, moist, and wet indoor environments.  Today, with increased frequency, home and workplace-related ailments are being attributed to fungi and mold.  As a society, we are more keenly aware of indoor air quality issues and the potentially toxic effects of mold, fungi and their by-products.  Architects, attorneys, developers, contractors and building management organizations must also become better informed.  For the entire construction industry - concern about being named in a tort action associated with indoor air quality has become a major issue.

Background

In 2000, heiress Melinda Ballard won a $32 million judgment against her homeowner insurance company for failure to properly respond to water damage claims made on her mansion in Texas, and the floodgates were opened. In May 2001 the Delaware Supreme Court upheld a $1.05 million award to two women whose landlord failed to address water leaks and mold problems in their apartments, resulting in asthma attacks and other health problems.  In December 2001, a homeowner settled a mold-related bad-faith lawsuit against his insurer, during trial, for $1.5 million.  In January 2002, The Florida appeals court affirmed the $14 million verdict against Centex-Rooney v Martin County, Florida.  As Martin County’s  construction manager, Centex-Rooney permitted excessive dampness in building that promoted mold growth. The verdict has been appealed to the Florida Supreme Court.  Martin County has previously secured $3 million in out-of-court settlements from other defendants.  In March 2002, Three teachers sued a construction contractor alleging the mold-infested conditions in their Madison, Wisconsin school caused them chronic asthma and other respiratory problems.  They have been awarded $9 million.
The Program
