Overview

“If the Engineers did their job right in the first place, we wouldn’t need commissioning !” This is a common Owner comment regarding building commissioning, and believe it or not, it’s true.  Over the last twenty years, we in the building construction industry (Architects, Engineers, and Contractors) have been under tremendous market pressures to lower prices and reduce delivery times.  During this same time the complexity of the building systems and equipment has been increasing exponentially.  Our industry’s response to the market pricing pressures has been for each player to reduce their scope of responsibility to limit costs and liability.  The negative effects of these industry pressures are unhappy building Owners and stressed out AEC’s.  The building commissioning process helps fill in some of the cracks that have developed in the building delivery process over the past 20 years.  

The presentation provides a colorful background of why commissioning is becoming so popular, what to expect in the near future, as well as entertaining discoveries made during past commissioning jobs.
