ASHRAE at the Science Fair
Seminole County Science Fair

The Seminole County Science Fair was held on February 14th at the Seminole Town Center.  Students with projects that won awards at their local school were invited to compete on a countywide basis.  Dan Cross and I were there as “Special Judges” representing ASHRAE.  Our mission was to find and reward those students whose projects best explored a subject related to the sciences of heating, refrigerating or air conditioning.  

Our original intent was to give one $100.00 savings bond and two $50.00 savings bonds to winning students.  After looking at all the projects, we decided that we just couldn’t pick one winner – so we decided to have six!  We selected four individual projects and one team project as ASHRAE award recipients.  Brief descriptions of the winning projects follow:

Rebecca Higley of Sanford Middle School did a great project exploring air quality.  She operated a ionization type air cleaner at various locations indoors and outside.  After operating the air cleaner for a prescribed amount of time she wiped down the ionization plate and observed the amount of particulate.  She was able to draw conclusions about the quality of air at the various locations.

Kelly Turner of Teague Middle School conducted experiments on the insulating characteristics of various fabrics.  She wrapped each piece of material around an ice cube and noted how long it took the ice cubes to melt.  She observed that those fabrics that became saturated with water lost some of their insulating properties.

Brian Lucas of Milwee Middle School gathered samples of various colored roof shingles.  He placed each shingle in direct sunlight and took temperature readings under each one.  He observed that the darker shingles absorbed more solar energy and transmitted more heat to the thermometer. 

Two projects explored the thermal effects of various solutions of water and other substances.  Omar Ortiz of Tuskawilla Middle School dissolved various solids such as salt and sugar in water and observed the freezing temperature of each mixture.  Sara Newell and Rachel Milch of Teague Middle School dissolved liquids such as milk and vinegar in water and refrigerated the mixture.  They took note of the temperature of each solution at time intervals and noticed that the rate of temperature drop varied among the solutions.

Each student, and their parents, have been invited to attend a future ASHRAE meeting to receive recognition of their accomplishment.  The students will each receive a $50.00 US Savings bond and a certificate of accomplishment from the Central Florida Chapter of ASHRAE. ASHRAE Standard 90.1 Update

Addendum Will Help Avoid Errors in Energy Simulation Programs

New requirements in the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers' (ASHRAE) energy conservation standard will ensure that building energy simulation programs remain bug free. Proposed addendum 90.1p was approved for publication at ASHRAE's 2004 Winter Meeting held in Anaheim in January 24-28.

ANSI/ASHRAE/IESNA Standard 90.1-2001, Energy Standard for Buildings except Low-Rise Residential Buildings, provides the minimum requirements for the design of energy efficient buildings. The "energy cost budget" section of Standard 90.1 relies on the use of a building energy simulation program to estimate the energy cost difference between a design-building model and a budget building model. Designers can select any program for these estimates as long as it complies with requirements in the standard describing the minimum capabilities of the software. The standard currently does not contain any requirements that would indicate the minimum quality of the program being used.

Addendum 90.1p requires that the programs be tested with ANSI/ASHRAE Standard 140-2001, Standard Method of Test for the Evaluation of Building Energy Analysis Computer Programs.

The tests in Standard 140 focus on the software's ability to simulate the building envelope and how that envelope responds to the climate. "This is the most fundamental requirement of a building energy simulation program," Jason Glazer, chair of the 90.1 energy cost budget method subcommittee, said. "Clearly if this requirement is not met, it does not matter how well chillers and cooling towers are simulated." The Standard 140 method of test requires the testing of the building energy simulation program by software developers and for developers to examine the differences between the performance of its program and the other programs. This allows errors to be diagnosed, according to Glazer. "Requiring the program to be tested using the procedure in Standard 140 benefits designers using the energy cost budget method by prompting developers to fix bugs found during the test," he said.

Other addenda to 90.1 approved for publication include: 90.1e creates an informative appendix for rating the performance of building designs that exceed the minimum requirements of the standard; 90.1o revises an exception to Section 6.3.1. to indicate that it applies only to heat recovery systems that are required by Section 6.3.6.2. There was concern that the existing wording would allow a misinterpretation that by just having condenser heat recovery to preheat hot water without regard to how much energy was being recovered, the requirement for economizers in Section 6.3.1. could be avoided, according to Jerry White, chair of the Standard 90.1 committee; and 90.1r adds requirements regarding return duct insulation. The addenda are subject to a 15-day appeals period to the Board of Directors. Published addenda to ASHRAE standards are available free at ASHRAE Online, www.ashrae.org.

Marvin M. Yarosh, P.E. 

(University of Minnesota, Mech. Eng. '47, Ph.D. '50,) passed away early Saturday morning. Memorial Services will be held at Beckman-Williamson Funeral Home at 101 N. Brevard Ave. in Cocoa Beach on Thursday March 11th at 10:00.  He will be sorely missed.

Mr. Yarosh's 45-year pre-retirement career began in education, teaching mechanical engineering courses for four years, and then moved to the newly emerging nuclear energy field where he started as a design engineer and advanced quickly to positions of increasing responsibility and national leadership before moving into the field of solar and alternative energy conversion and conservation. His career in nuclear energy included 19 years as a member of the Senior Staff of Oak Ridge National Laboratory that included a variety of high-level interactions with the AEC and its Australian counterpart, as well as the President's Office of Science and Technology and the Ford Foundation. In 1973, at the request of Governor Rueben Askew's office, he took what he thought would be a two-year leave of absence to help Florida develop a long-term energy policy. In his new position Mr. Yarosh moved quickly to lay the groundwork for the establishment of the Florida Solar Energy Center, and then became one of the Center's original staff members. During his 13 years as second in command, the Center became widely recognized as one of the world's leading research, development, testing and training centers in its field.
