Overview
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Armando Chamorro will present on Tracer Gas Testing.  Tracer gas testing, an established method in the research community, should be considered ideally suited for testing actual air flow patterns in ventilation systems in commercial, industrial, and healthcare facilities. Tracer gas techniques can directly measure system performance and are not dependent on assumptions from design calculations, volume flow rates, and/or pressure differentials. The presentation will include applications such as Evaluation of Building Ventilation System Performance, Contaminant Migration and Dispersal, Fume Hood or Exhaust Recirculation and Reentrainment, Ventilated Enclosure Testing, Exhaust Plume Impact Studies, Control Room Habitability / Personnel Safety, Building Air Infiltration and Air Leakage, Ventilation Effectiveness, and Interzonal Airflows

He is a Certified Industrial Hygienist and a Certified Indoor Air Quality Professional. Over the last seven years, he has continued his career in Miami. Armando has ample experience in tracer gas techniques used to identify odor pathways and commissioning of HVAC systems as well as in the eradication of Legionella contamination in domestic hot water systems and cooling towers. Armando has assisted world-renowned art curators to evaluate museum environmental conditions in order to control art deterioration. His team has assisted architects and design engineers selecting “Green” construction materials in several New York City high rise buildings totaling over four million square feet. Overview

This broadcast will address questions of design, construction and operation of buildings. The primary goal is to address the key issues related to building protection from CBR incidents and draws heavily from ASHRAE’s most credible and timely reports and publications. This free broadcast from the studio of WETA public television in Washington, D.C., is intended to reach a cross-section of professionals, including engineers, architects, building owners and managers, fire, police, medical responders, public safety officers, risk managers and other key personnel.

The broadcast will be divided into two 60-minute segments. The first, aired from noon-1 p.m. (Eastern) will focus on Homeland Security issues that ASHRAE members and building professionals should learn about their buildings and HVAC&R systems followed by 15 minutes for questions and answers.
