About the Seminar: 
SEMINAR1: Indoor air quality (IAQ) continues to rise on the priority list for maintenance, engineers and facility managers. Both the general public and building occupants are more aware of potential IAQ problems in public buildings such as shopping malls, classrooms, office buildings and hospital patient rooms. Today, more than ever they are more educated about the topic and are likely to draw attention about a potential problem. This seminar will address new products and technology available for the IAQ professional which will increase efficiency and outcomes in the field as well as for clientele.

SEMINAR 2: Emerging IAQ problems have recently come to rise about the safety of aircraft air quality and exposure risks.  ASHRAE, a global standards organization, has recently completed the new Commercial Aircraft Cabin Air Standard which took 12 years to develop.   Following an introduction into aircraft environment control, the focus will be on aircraft cabin environment from an operator’s perspective. The presentation will conclude with a discussion on demonstrating compliance to the ASHRAE standard, the state of current and future research, and the direction technology may follow to reduce energy consumption, while improving cabin environment.
